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Fishing Cat Fund
Conservation Fund Grant Application Instructions 
The Fishing Cat Fund (FCF) provides fishing cat conservationists the opportunity to request small financial support for in-situ wildlife conservation or conservation education projects.  Proposal guidelines and the review process are described below. 
Application Guidelines

1) Conservation projects should address fishing cat habitat, species protection, research, or conservation education and should be conducted in the fishing cat range countries.
· Applications must contain the completed application form, application narrative, and required supporting materials.  Supplemental supporting materials may also be submitted but are not mandatory. 
· The Fishing Cat Fund will provide up to $3,000 to support selected projects.  Funding requests must state specifically how FCF monies will be spent (i.e., specify which budget items to which FCF funds will be applied).  This should be clearly identified in both the application narrative and budget.   
· The Fishing Cat Fund will not tuition or university fees, administrative costs and/or travel unrelated to the project data collection (conference presentation expenses, travel to meetings, etc).

· If the applicant has other funding sources, these other funds should be shown.

Application review:
· A qualitative analysis will comprise of a discussion during proposal review. Reviewers will seek to answer the following or similar questions: 
1) Can the project sustain itself in the future? Or, is it a project that will be completed at the end of the granting period?
2) Does the project impact numerous/diverse people or animals? 
· Funding levels will depend on the number and quality of proposals submitted and may vary from year to year.  
· Funding requests are due by October 20, 2017.

· Projects will be selected for funding in mid-November; funds will be dispersed before December 31, 2017.
Funding conditions:

· Recipients of FCF monies are requested to submit a final report or a year-end report in the case of multi-year projects.  

· The funded portion of the project should be completed within 1 year of receiving funds.  

· Projects that have been funded for more than one year, it will be important to include progress that has been made and the tangible benefits expected if support is continued. 
· The Fishing Cat Fund must be acknowledged in any publications, presentations and/or website materials that result from the project.  The FCF also reserves the right to publicize financial support of recipients and their projects in publications and in the media.  

· The Fishing Cat Fund requests copies of any publications on the project.

· Project Summary – Provide a brief overview of the proposal

· Evaluation – Describe how evaluation of the project will be done.  Include specifics regarding the tangible, measurable impact anticipated. Describe how the data will be analyzed and by whom.
· Communication & Reporting- How will the project be shared with the local and global community? How will the FCF provide updates on the project?
· Timeline – Outline the timing of steps to be taken for the completion of the project
· Rationale – Describe the ecological, cultural, social, and/or economic significances of this project
□ Required Supporting Materials (The following must be included with application):

· Itemized budget  –  Show how FCF monies will be spent (see below)
· Curriculum vitae for Principal Investigator (limited to two pages)
□ Supplemental Supporting Materials including letters of support from collaborators, AZA committees, NGOs, etc. or background material on the project or affiliated organization may be included but are not mandatory.
